Thanks to the hard work and generosity of the Claremont Rotary Club and friends, the
yard at Hope Partners’ Our House Family Shelter is looking like a million bucks! The yard
beautification project was truly a labor of love initiated and funded by the Rotary Club.
John Howland reached out to Hope Partners last Spring looking for a project the club
could tackle for us, and they more than delivered when the weather began to cool. The
club recruited additional volunteer assistance from the Claremont High School Interact
Club and the Claremont Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints and had a work
party on the morning of Saturday, November 16™. The group pulled up the old
dilapidated playground lining
and mulch, laid down a fresh
barrier lining, installed a new
sandbox and toddler swing
before topping the whole
yard area with new mulch.
The look and functionality of
the yard is now vastly
improved for the children
and families who do and will
call the Our House Family
Shelter home. From the
bottom of hearts, thank you!

Housing Client Success Story

Emilia’s* story begins like many others, with a life that seemed
to be on track until circumstances spiraled out of control. A
history of domestic violence, substance abuse, the loss of her
job, and family challenges overwhelmed her, and before she
knew it, she found herself sleeping in her car, moving from one
motel to another. Her finances exhausted and feeling hopeless,
she was caught in a desperate situation—one she never thought
she would find herself in.

Despite her hardships, Emilia remained hopeful, determined to
find a way forward to a better life. Thanks to a referral from VOA
(Volunteers of America), Emilia became eligible for a bed in
Hope Partners’ Our House Family Shelter Program. When Emilia
sat down for her interview with our case manager Karen Abram,
she could hardly believe the relief she felt. “It came just in time,”
she said, reflecting on how long she had been waiting for a
break. For months, she had been holding onto the belief that
help would eventually come, and now it had.

Emilia moved into the shelter in late Autumn and got straight to
work utilizing the resources, guidance, and encouragement from
our team to begin to rebuild her life. She quickly secured a new
job that pays good wages. Most recently, she has been able to
purchase a used car which makes it much easier for her to get to
and from that job. For her, this is just the beginning of what
promises to be a bright future. Despite the long and difficult
journey, Emilia’s determination and the support of Hope
Partners have helped her regain control over her life and she is
confidently searching for her next step — an apartment to call
her own. She now stands at the threshold of a fresh start, and
with that, the possibility of permanent stability and success.

Emilia’s journey is proof that, no matter how challenging the
circumstances, a new chance is always within reach. At Hope
Partners, we are proud to have been part of her journey and
wish her nothing but success as she continues onward toward a
brighter, more secure future.

God bless you, Emilia, and stay safe. The team at Hope Partners
is cheering you on every step of the way.
